Scottish meeting of Kinship Carers

We write on behalf of the three kinship groups in Glasgow to invite you to a Scottish meeting of kinship carers. The meeting is open all kinship carers.

The steering group should be as representative as possible with hopefully carers from all areas of Scotland.
